Parents if your child is late please remind them to go to the nurse as they have been marked absent by their 

homeroom teacher.  When school reports are printed they show all absences, a child may have 10 absences 

listed but has never been absent from school obviously the child was late 10 times but did not inform the nurse.  

In school we are constantly reminding our students to report to the nurse if late. 

Over the last few weeks we have had several instances of parents taking their child off campus for an 

appointment without letting the secondary school administration or the nurse know.   

The subject teacher whose class the student is supposed to be in informs the administration that the student is 

missing.  We then spend a good deal of time looking for the student on campus only to find out that their parent 

has taken them to the appointment.  Again, we remind our students to let the school know when they are 

leaving the campus.  Additionally, parents please be considerate and let us know if you are picking up your 

children. W e do take our responsibilities very seriously and we get worried that perhaps the child has left 

campus without anyoneôs permission.
