Many homeless people have only a thin blanket as protection from the ground. In an effort to help the homeless

and the environment, St. Andrewf6s students set about cre
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sleeping mats are not only water and bug resistant, but can even provide warmth during the chilly evenings.

Each mat is crocheted from plastic shopping bags, which are cut into strips and tied together to make plastic yarn
or fi p Approximatély 700 plastic shopping bags are used to make one mat. Over the span of a single week
over 200 pounds of plastic bags were collected from donations by every grade level (preschool to year 13). The
students then cut and tied hundreds of thousands of strips over a four month period to complete nine mats.

This project not only supports the St. Andrews School International Baccalaureate curriculum across many grade

levels but correspondswi t h t he school 6s objectives to continue its C
environment by preventing thousands of plastic shopping bags from ending up in the New Providence landfill or

the sea.
